The nature of lumbar pain may change in
spondylodiscitis, and the physician may not notice
this change due to chronic patients having psychic
effects. A marked increase in ESR, as was seen in
our patient, may help the diagnosis of spina
infections that develop after epidural catheter.
Therefore, periodical ESR studies should be carried
out in the follow-up of patients in whom epidural
catheter isinserted.

In  conclusion, the route effective in
physiopathology may not always be determined in
cases of spondylodiscitis which develops due to
epidural catheter use and where no microorganisms
reproduce. This factor makesit difficult to decide on
atreatment strategy.
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
